Duities of a Senior Judge

1) Arrive on Test day early enough to help Chapter organizers
and fellow Judges get started as scheduled.

2) Present opening and closing remarks, remembering key
workers, special announcements, and NAVHDA Sponsors.

3) Work with fellow Judges and Chapter workers in sequencing
test segments, taking advantage of grounds and logistics, to
assure for good flow and time management throughout.

4) Schedule travel a day early allowing for time to visit test
grounds, when needed.

5) Work with fellow Judges to be sure all are attentive to
Apprentices, and that each of the Team takes part in
discussions as well as Apprentice evaluations at days end.

6) Make sure the entire Judging Team is available, after scores
are read, to answer any questions handlers may have.

7) Where necessary, gain consensus among the Judging Team
and be prepared to “make the call” when faced with major
issues related to grounds, birds, organization or other
factors that would jeopardize the quality of the test.

8) Provide your opinion in discussions as means to reach

consensus while judging. Remember, in no way does the
Senior Judge have any more authority than any of the other
Judges in reaching consensus of scores or other matters.

9) Present yourself as a responsible representative of
NAVHDA at all times.
